MA Program
Requirements

Six full credits, taken over a minimum of two
years of full-time study, including:

» minimum two credits in a primary
discipline (e.g.: history or political
science),

» two credits earned through two required
ERE courses (gateway seminar ERE2001H
and research seminar ERE2000Y), and in
an approved program-related internship
or academic exchange abroad, and

» two credits drawn from any discipline(s)
related to the student’s course of study
other than the primary discipline;

Minimum 10 weeks (either the summer
between the first and second years or the
fall semester of the second year) spent in
the region in an internship and/or exchange
program; and

Reading competence in one of the region’s
languages.

its equivalent with an academic average
of B+ or better in the most recent year of
undergraduate work.

e Apply at apply.sgs.utoronto.ca

e To be considered for funding, applicants must
submit official transcripts, a CV, two letters of
reference, a one-page statement of intent, and
a sample of academic writing by February 1.

e Guaranteed funding is available to successful
applicants.
